Applications and $35 check per application MUST be postmarked by October 16, 2009.
3.
Inclusion of photos, testimonials and media releases is strongly encouraged.  These will not be returned and must be included in your electronic submission.  By submitting these materials you are granting permission to the Texas Association of Partners in Education to use, reproduce, and/or publish all written and/or visual materials, including photographs.

The completed application should describe the activities during the past year and show a real impact on student academic, social and/or emotional achievement.

Applicants must notify the school district superintendent of participation.

6. 
Applicants may submit up to three nominations per category.
7. 
Failure to comply with any requirement will result in disqualification.

SELECTION CRITERIA
The criteria for selecting recipients in each of eighteen categories have been determined by the Awards Committee of the Texas Association of Partners In Education.
· Description of partnership or program. (15 points)
· Impact of partnership or program on academic achievement. (35 points)
· Proof of measured change in student’s progress. (35 points)
· Endorsements, documentation. (15 points)

· Crystal Award - one winner per category
· Gold Award - one winner per category

2010 TAPE Awards Categories
Community Partner Awards - (Non-profit, faith based, government or workforce agency, community group, athletic organization, PTA/PTO, college or university)

TAPE Academic Impact Award:  Recognize a community partner whose partnership with a campus/district has had a demonstrated positive impact on student academic achievement. 

TAPE Career Education Award:  Recognize a community partner whose partnership with a campus/district has had a demonstrated positive impact on student career awareness and development.

TAPE STEM Partnership Award:  Recognize a community partner whose partnership with a campus or district has had a demonstrated positive impact on student development in science, engineering, technology or math.

TAPE Health Partnership Award:  Recognize a community partner whose partnership with a campus or district has had a demonstrated positive impact on students’ physical fitness and health awareness.
TAPE Arts Partnership Award:  Recognize a community partner whose partnership with a campus or district has had a demonstrated positive impact on student art participation and awareness.
Business Partner Awards – (For-profit businesses and corporations)
TAPE Academic Impact Award:  Recognize a business or corporation whose partnership with a campus/district has had a demonstrated positive impact on student academic achievement.

TAPE Career Education Award:  Recognize a business or corporation whose partnership with a campus or district has had a demonstrated positive impact on student career awareness and development. 

TAPE STEM Award:  Recognize a business or corporation whose partnership with a campus or district has had a demonstrated positive impact on student development in science, technology, engineering or math
TAPE Media Award:  Recognize a media outlet (local or national news print/television/radio) whose partnership with a campus or district has had a demonstrated positive impact on district goals for community awareness/involvement.
Individual Partner Awards

Partnership Program Awards

TAPE Innovation Award:  Awarded to a successful school/district partnership program that functions outside of the box and introduces new ways to engage partners or grow a partnership program.

TAPE Service Learning Award:  Awarded to a school/district program that provides students with service learning opportunities that are proven to have a positive impact on student achievement and the community.

TAPE Mentor Program Award:  Awarded to a school/district program that has had significant results in matching adult mentors with students.  Successful programs may include special training opportunities, networking for mentors, marketing plans, and/or retention strategies. 

TAPE Volunteer Program Award: Awarded to a school/district program that serves as a shining example for other volunteer programs by being a leader in volunteer recruitment, training, placement, retention and recognition.
